Course Information

This course is built around the prescription supplied by the New Zealand Qualifications Authority. The topics have been organized into six Achievement Standards.  You will be fully informed as to what work is required for each Achievement Standard.  You will also be told the assessment criteria.  Under NCEA a student can pass with Achievement, Merit, or Excellence for each achievement standard. Four of the standards will be assessed internally; the remaining two will be assessed in an NZQA exam at the end of the year.  End of unit tests and the end of year school exams will give students an indication of their level of achievement in the external assessments.
Assessment Procedures
· You will receive Not Achieved or pass with either Achieved, Merit, or Excellence.

· Precise times of assessment will be signaled to you in writing as the Achievement Standard is taught.  All Assessment tasks will be marked according to the schedules supplied.
· Resubmissions are given at the discretion of the teacher and are done according to the King’s High Assessment policy.
· Achievement Standard 91158 is done in term 1 within the topic of Ecology.  There is a one-day trip to Blueskin Bay.  The cost of the trip is $25.   

· One reassessment opportunity may be offered for Achievement Standards 91155, 91158, and 91160, but these are to be done in your own time and there will be a new assessment task.
Work Requirements
There will be work that is required, which will not count towards your internal assessment profile.  It is expected that all set work will be completed, as it will all be formative leading towards your greater understanding and knowledge.

Your Responsibilities

You will receive a tracking sheet for your internally assessed standards.  You are expected to maintain this record, tracking your progress and requirements regularly.

Appeals, Late work, Extensions, Missed Assessments, Reassessments, Authenticity
